Now the big question. Where does
this oil come from? America is one of the
world's largest oil producers, and close to
40 percent of U.S. oil needs are met at
home. Most of the imports currently come
from five countries: Canada, S audi
Arabia, Mexico, Venezuela and Nigeria.
In 2016, the United States imported
approximately 10.1 million barrels per
day (MMb/d) of petroleum from about 70
countries. Petroleum includes crude oil,
natural gas plant liquids, liquefied
refinery gases, refined petroleum
products such as gasoline and diesel fuel,
and biofuels including ethanol and
biodiesel.

In 2016, refineries in the United
States produced an average of about 20
gallons of motor gasoline and about 11
gallons of ultra -low sulfur distilla te fuel
oil (most of which is sold as diesel fuel
and in several states as heating oil) from
one 42-gallon barrel of crude oil. Many
other petroleum products are also refined
from crude oil. Refinery vyields of
individual products vary from month to
month as refiners focus operations to
meet demand for different products and
as they work to maximize profits.
